Yokhanan 1812-18 5 the detachment of Roman soldiers and their captain, together with the Temple
Guard of the Judeans, arrested Yeshua, tied him up, and took him first to ‘Anan, the father-in-
law of Kayafa, who was cohen gadol that fateful year.

Mattityahu (Matthew) 26:58
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Kefa followed him at a distance as far as the courtyard of the cohen hagadol;

Yokhanan 1812-18 Ghim‘on Kefa and another talmid [likely Yokhanan] followed Yeshua. The second
talmid was known to the cohen hagadol, and he went with Yeshua into the courtyard of the
cohen hagadol; but Kefa stood outside by the gate.

[Fearlessly identified with Yeshua]

Yokhanan 1812-18 g the other talmid, the one known to the cohen hagadol, went back out and
spoke to the woman on duty at the gate, then brought Kefa inside.

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then he went inside and sat down with the guards to see what the outcome would be.

But one of the members of the Sanhedrin rose to his feet, a Parush named Gamli’el, a
teacher of the Torah highly respected by all the people ...

Acts 5.38-39 “My advice to you is not to interfere with these people, but to leave them alone. For if
this idea or this movement has a human origin, it will collapse. But if it is from God, you will
not be able to stop them; you might even find yourselves fighting God!”

Who was this man, Gamli’el?

Gamaliel the Elder also spelled Gamliel; {30 DNX>2) 29 "Rabban Gamliel HaZaken"; was
a leading authority in the Sanhedrin in the early first century CE. He was the grandson of the
great Jewish teacher Hillel the Elder. Gamaliel is thought to have died in 52 CE

In the Talmud, Gamliel is described as bearing the titles Nasi "prince" and “Rabban” “our
master”, as the president of the Great Sanhedrin in Jerusalem; although some dispute this, it
is not doubted that he held a senior position in the highest court in Jerusalem.

Gamaliel holds a reputation in the Mishnah for being one of the greatest teachers in all the
annals of Judaism: “Since Rabban Gamaliel the Elder died, there has been no more reverence
for the law, and purity and piety died out at the same time."
